….

We support the vigorous and diligent protection of all the rights and freedoms guaranteed by the U.S. Constitution, including those of speech, press, assembly, religion, and petition ….

We affirm our opposition to military conscription and its corollary, compulsory national service.  We recommend:

· Respecting the rights of all those who believe it is wrong to cooperate with the Selective Service system or to pay taxes for military taxes for military purposes.

· Enacting the Peace Tax Fund bill, which would provide for the non-military use of tax monies paid by citizens who conscientiously object to paying taxes for military purposes.
